Greetings everyone!   
 
With the State Legislature in recess, events 
in Madison have been relatively quiet.  
Having said that, Governor Doyle still has 
the opportunity to approve or veto bills 
from the 2009-10 session.  One bill that 
the WBA had been tracking, dealt with 
state, local and school owned buildings 
meeting LEED Silver standards.  When 
the bill was first introduced, it contained a 
provision allowing local units of govern-
ment to use different energy code stan-
dards than the UDC.  Ultimately the Gov-
ernor vetoed this bill in its entirety, which 
the WBA strongly approved. 
 
Also the DNR is currently considering 
changes to NR 151, which is a very com-
plex bill that includes changes to erosion 
control sites and stormwater standards.  It 
appears right now that the erosion controls 
rule for any disturbed land will be changed 
to more reasonable standards.  However at 
this time there are no final suggestions 
from the DNR.  Whatever rules are sug-
gested, will be reviewed by the next Legis-
lature.
